Why is it so important to make a will? 
�9��Two thirds of the population dies without mak-

ing a Will.  This results in their loved ones being 

left with unnecessary problems at a difficult 

time.  The costs of dividing up the estate will be 

more than the cost of making a Will beforehand.  
 

�9��A Will allows the client to say what should be 

done with their money and possessions and is a 

record of their instructions as to how the estate 

will be distributed when they die.  
 

�9�� If they die Intestate (without making a Will), their 

money and possessions will be divided up by 

the government  in accordance with the Rules of 

Intestacy.  Some people may assume that             

everything will automatically go to their 

spouse / civil partner and children.   

     This is not always the case.  

 

 

�9��  If they live with someone but are not married or 

in a civil partnership with them, that person will 

not be entitled to anything (unless a property is 

owned equally as Joint Tenants), unless stated 

so within your Will.  
 

�9��  If they have been married / entered into a Civil            

Partnership or Divorced since they last made a 

Will, it may not be legally binding and they will 

need to consider making a new Will.  
 

�9��  If they have children aged under 18, the Will is 

the best place to name their legal guardians and  

make financial arrangements for them.  
 

�9��  If the total value of the estate exceeds the          

current tax threshold the estate will have to pay 

inheritance  tax at the rate of 40%.  By preparing 

a Will there are ways you can minimize the 

amount of tax to be paid.
